URBAN ARCHERY SEASON
The Town of Troutman will participate in
the Urban Archery Season from January

11 through February 15, 2014.

There are no public lands in the Town
of Troutman where hunting is allowed.
Hunters must contact individual property
owners to obtain permission to hunt on
private property. North Carolina Hunting
Regulations Apply.

The Urban Archery Season does not
obligate private landowners

to allow hunting on their

property, nor does it eliminate

the ethical requirement for

obtaining permission from

the landowner before hunt-

ing. Hunters are legally required to ob-
tain written permission to hunt on post-
ed property.

Land owners may submit their name to
the Town to be provided to hunters
looking for property on which to hunt
during urban archery season. Sample
permission forms are available at Town
Hall.

IT'S FALL AND DEER ARE FRISKY.
The North Carolina Department of
Transportation reminds motorists to
stay alert October through December.
Most deer collisions with
vehicles occur from 5 to 8
a.m. and from 6 p.m. to mid-
night.

Precautions can be taken
It's important to pay atten-
tion to deer crossing signs. If you see
one deer, anticipate that more will fol-
low. Slow down immediately and honk
your horn. Also, when driving at night,
slow down and exercise caution. Most
deer-vehicle accidents occur primarily at
dawn and dusk when deer are most
often moving around.

If an accident is inevitable, try to brake
as much as possible and stay on the
road. Don't swerve or enter the

ditch. You risk less injury by hitting the
deer.

If an accident happens, the driver may
not need to report it. Reporting a deer-
vehicle accident is suggested when the
vehicle is damaged and if your policy
covers such an incident. Accidents that
involve injury or other property damage
must be reported.
