IT’S FALL AND DEER ARE FRISKY. 

The North Carolina Department of 

Transportation reminds motorists to 

stay alert October through December. 

Most deer collisions with vehicles oc-

cur from 5 to 8 a.m. and from 6 p.m. to 

midnight. 

Precautions can be taken  

It's important to pay attention to deer 

crossing signs. If you see one deer, 

anticipate that more will follow. Slow 

down immediately and honk your 

horn.  Also, when driving 

at night, slow down and 

exercise caution. Most 

deer-vehicle accidents 

occur primarily at dawn 

and dusk when deer are 

most often moving 

around. 

If an accident is inevitable, try to brake 

as much as possible and stay on the 

road. Don't swerve or enter the 

ditch.  You risk less injury by hitting the 

deer. 

If an accident happens, the driver    

may not need to report it. Reporting a 

deer-vehicle accident  is suggested 

when the vehicle is damaged and if  

your policy cover such an incident.  

Accidents that involve injury or other 

property damage must be reported.

LEAF AND LIMB  

COLLECTION GUIDELINES 

The 2013-2014 fiscal year leaf & limb 

schedule is available on our website and 

at Town Hall. 

Take leaves and limbs to the curb in front 

of your house the day BEFORE THE FIRST 

COLLECTION DAY. If they are not out before 

the crew comes through, they will not be 

picked up. 

Put leaves and limbs in  separate piles. 

Only limbs under 4” inches in diameter 

will be collected. 

Limbs will not be picked up if they have 

been cut by professional  cutters or trim-

mers. 

DO NOT put leaves or limbs in bags.

HOW TO SIGN UP 

The Patient Protection and Affordable 

Care Act, commonly called Obamacare, is 

intended to increase the quality and   

affordability of health insurance,  reduce 

the number of uninsured Americans by 

expanding public and private insurance 

coverage, and reduce the costs of health-

care. 

Most people must have health coverage  

in 2014 or pay a fee of $95/adult and 

$47.50/child or 1% of your income 

(whichever is higher). Many people will 

qualify for reduced costs through tax cred-

its that are automatically applied to 

monthly premiums. 

Open enrollment in the new Health Insur-

ance Marketplace is underway. If you en-

roll by Dec. 15, 2013, coverage can begin 

as early as Jan. 1, 2014. 

All plans offer the same essential health 

benefits: 

 Doctor visits         

 Hospitalization  

 Maternity and newborn care 
 

Some plans offer other benefits such as 

vision, dental, or medical management 

programs for a specific disease or condi-

tion.
